Abstract. The article presents the study of subjective assessment work-life
balance and its influence on the labor potential of population. Different approaches to
studying the work-life balance are systematized. A direct relationship between work-
life balance satisfaction and higher labor productivity and wage levels is revealed. It
was found that satisfactory assessments of the possibility of combining work and
family responsibilities correlate with higher assessments of components of the quality
of labor potential of population.
